Course Outcomes

This course is a survey of the political, social, and cultural history of colonial America up to 1800. Upon
completion of the course, students will have learned to analyze primary source documents and identify
and explain the significance of key concepts, events, and people in colonial American history. This
course may count as a social science or humanities credit, but not both, at Bellevue College.

How Outcomes will be met

Course outcomes will be met through the following assessments: objective quizzes, discussions, and
essays about primary and secondary sources.

Grading & Due Dates

This course includes 5 Modules. You are required to complete 4 Modules (any 4—you choose your
favorite topic or the most convenient topic).

Each Module consists of a Power Point Lecture with Audio, a primary source (a document produced
during the time period we are studying), and a reading. Your requirements for each Module are the
same. For each Module you will take one Multiple Choice & True/False quiz based upon material from
the Power Point lecture. You will make one 500-word-minimum original post on our discussion board
about the primary source, as well as one 300-word-minimum reply post to a classmate’s original
comment. Finally, you will submit one 1,500-word-minimum essay answering prompt questions about
the reading for that Module.

In addition to the 4 required modules, you will be completing a brief “Introduction: Start Here on the 1*
Day of School” module that is worth 25 points. This module includes a quiz about the class rules,
assignments, and instructions, as well as one original and one response post on our discussion board.
